Try to imagine who you are talking
to, and their reactions to what you are saying. Also try to imagine how your character might be
feeling in the moment. If possible, try to practice giving your monologue to a real person or
practice in a mirror.

From: You’re A Good Man Charlie Brown
About the Character: Schroeder is a musical genius and fan of Beethoven who is constantly
frustrated by Lucy.
